A marriage-protection amendment continues to be debated within the Indiana House of Repre-
sentatives. If this amendment passes the House, the definition of traditional one-man, one-
woman marriage will be placed on the November 2008 ballot and Hoosiers will decide
whether to preserve it in the Indiana constitution. It is important for Hoosiers to contact their
Representative in the Indiana House and also the Speaker of the House, Pat Bauer.
